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A Short but Eventful Week 
This week we have been wild about animals, with our zoo theme. We looked at 
the story òDear Zooó, an instant hit in class, which fit in perfectly with our 
new sound òzó (zig-zag-zig). All week we have been looking at the animals 
from the story, including; lions, giraffes, monkeys, camels and of course 
zzzzzebras. In maths we have been looking at repeating patterns of an AB 
and ABC sequence. This has inspired the children to use all sorts of colourful 
objects to create their own patterns. This complimented our topic, exploring 
all of the different patterns that animals have. We created some  
tremendous animal print collages. Finally on Friday (albeit not a particularly 
exotic animal) we did have a fantastic visit from Mr. Fairbairn and his baby 
goat.   
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A Short but Eventful Week (cont.) 
This week in Brambly Hedge we have been thinking about 
healthy eating in PSHE and using our ICT skills to complete a 
healthy eating chart on the iPads. In Science we have been 
learning the names of parts of flowering plants- see if you can 
test us! In Geography we have been thinking about beaches- 
both in the UK and Saint Lucia (a Caribbean Island), we com-
pared them to each other using photographs and information. 
We noticed that the water surrounding the island of Saint  
Lucia was a clear blue whereas the water surrounding the UK 
was a more greyish colour because the soil has more clay in it. 
Coach Scott came to teach us the skills of throwing underarm 
and overarm in preparation for playing cricket. By far the most 
exciting thing to happen this week was Gethin's Mum bringing 
in their ducklings for us to see... they are gorgeous, we loved 
them! This week in Emerald City we have been reading about Anancy, 
working on our reading fluency and expression. Maths has seen us  
complete our work on fractions. In Science we have been watching our 
cress and beans grow and talking about where the seeds come from. 
We have also made and tasted a Greek salad looking at the plant-based 
ingredients. The work of the artist Georgia O'Keefe has been the in-
spiration for our plant artwork this week, using our shade mixing skills 

practised last week.   
After our long weekend, 
Narnia arrived back on 
Tuesday ready to learn. 
In Science we compared 
rocks by investigating 
which rocks had the best 
properties to be used for 
a step outside. We 
merged our English with 
our computing this week 
by creating animal  
watching holiday brochures on the computers. In Art we 
started to create our mosaics inspired by the mosaics of 
Ancient Rome. Lastly, a BIG thank you to Mrs Lloyd who 
perfectly ended our week by bringing in Elis and Gethinõs 

hatched ducklings! They were very cute, and the whole of Narnia class loved the experience.   
We have been experiencing some highs and the lows this week in  
Hogwarts class.  No need to worry - just investigating sound and how to 
alter the pitch of sound, whether it is made by plucking a string, blow-
ing a column of air or hitting a drum.  We realised that longer and  
looser strings made a lower pitch sound and that by tightening them or 
shortening them we could make higher notes.  Our ukuleles came in 
handy!  In History, we have moved onto looking at the beliefs of the 
Anglo Saxons.  They had many gods and the names of them have  
influenced the names of the days of the week to this day.  Can they 
remember which god is linked to Wednesday and Thursday?  In Maths, 
we have been challenging ourselves with some tricky reasoning problems 
involving fractions, really putting our learning to the test!  We are fin-
ishing our explanation texts "How we hear sound" in English, putting all 
of our science knowledge to good use.   Another cracking week - well 
done! This week the Shire have finished reading Anne Frank, having had 

lots of  
discussions about her 
story. We then  
identified the fea-
tures of a diary entry and have  
started to plan our own based on an event of our  
choosing. In Maths we have started to add and subtract 
decimals using various methods, and in Science we have 
learnt all about how certain plants reproduce. We  
continued with our Vikings topic by finding out about 
why Alfred was so Great, and in art we sketched and 
shaded Viking dragon heads. Weõll be using these as  
inspiration next week when we will be designing our own 
piece of Viking jewellery!  



Year Six Busyness! 
This week in Year 6 although a shorter 4 day week has still been chock full of work and activities. We have 
written our own non-chronological reports on rainforest animals and have found out some really fascinating 
facts whilst researching for our writing. Did you know that the Green Anaconda can grow over 9 metres in 
length and that the Amazon River Dolphin is pale pink in colour? We also realised how much these animals 
lives are in threat with the loss of their habitat due to deforestation. In History we have looked at how 
crime and punishment changed during the Medieval and Tudor periods. We disagreed with the Normans  
formation of the Royal Forests and thought it unfair that rules were brought in overnight that affected 
many who were already living on the land meaning they couldnõt even collect firewood without it being classed 
as a crime. We found out that Henry VIII caused more crime with his dissolution of the monasteries as they 
had helped to feed the poor and take care of the sick and those people needed to then turn to crime to  
survive and feed their families. We have also been busy revisiting different areas in maths in readiness for 
our test week next week.  
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Collective Worship 
Our Collective Worship Week began with an 
assembly for Reception and Key Stage 1 chil-
dren led by Ian Copeland. Ian began the as-
sembly by talking about how  
everyone deserves to be treated equally and 
how it is our job to keep an eye on each oth-
er and look after each other. He went on to 
tell a Bible story with the help of ten lepers 
from Y2 who he explained were treated  
unfairly because of their illness. In the sto-
ry, Jesus healed the ten lepers showing that 
he cared for  
everyone. The story also taught us the im-
portance of showing our gratitudeñout of 
ten lepers only one  
returned to Jesus to say thank you! 
On Thursday, I led a KS2 assembly thinking 
about  
democracyñone of our British Values. I 
showed the  
children my polling card and talked about how 
important I feel it is to vote. We had our 
own mini election choosing who we thought 
would be the best leaderñSir David Atten-
borough, Stormzy or Lucy Bronze. The ma-
jority of the children chose Lucy Bronzeñ
they thought her  
experience as a team captain would make her 
the best leader out of the three. We then 
watched a short film where two children dis-
covered more about the Suffragette move-
ment by visiting a museum in the company of 
Emmeline Pankhurstõs great granddaughter. 
In our  
prayer we thanked God that we live in a de-
mocracy and are able to have our say in how 
things are done.
