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Still Working Hard 
This week in Hundred- Acre Wood we have been continuing the 
water theme with our topic; Sun, Sea and Sand. All week we have 
been looking at the seaside, with further research on underwater 
creatures and looking specifically at British sea-life. This has all 
been inspired by our book of the week "The Rainbow Fish", which 
gave us the chance to discuss how to be a good friend, and what we 
can do to create happiness for ourselves and others. Our sound of 
the week was òoaó (goat in a boat), with our green words; boat, coat, 
float, moat, road, toad and roast. This allowed us to discuss the dif-
ferent "oa" sounds in "boat" and "ow" in "rainbow". In maths we are 
now experts are counting in 2s, and have progressed onto counting in 5s, I hope the children can 
show-off their skills at home. On Thursday we had our Spiritual Arts day which meant we took all 
of our (very messy) learning outside, expressing ourselves with different craft materials; this was a 
lot of fun, and we produced some beautiful artwork. Finishing on Friday with a fabulous non-uniform 
day, it's been a busy, busy week. Only one full week to go- eeek!  

It has been another busy week in Brambly Hedge! We have been learning 
about money (coins and notes) and recognising their value which might be 
different to their size (5p is physically smaller than 2p but worth more!) 
In our science lesson this week we thought about the season of summer 
and the weather and seasonal changes that take place - we did hope for 
more sun!! For our ICT learning we practised typing our name and then 
writing a message to our parents on Seesaw- we hope you enjoyed reading 
them! We learnt about Moses in RE, who is regarded as a great leader and 
teacher by the Jewish community, we learnt about his incredible life and 
the important job that God called him to do. Thursday was 'Spirited Arts' 
day which focused on the idea that we have more in common with each 
other than our differences. The children created some thoughtful poems 
and some beautiful art work in a wonderful afternoon of creativity! We 

realised that we were united in our belief that although we are all different, we are the same in 
many ways too especially in our need for and ability to love.  
Emerald City have been looking at hygiene and healthy eating this week. Trying to remember 
the food groups and what they help us do has been a challenge, but we are starting to remember 
them now. We looked at conditions in hospitals prior to Florence Nightingale, talking about the  
importance of hygiene and touching on the work of Edward Jenner and the first vaccine. This class 
always amaze me with their curiosity and thoughtful questions. We discussed whose job it is to keep 
us healthy and talked about the Covid vaccine. In maths we are revisiting fractions to reinforce our 
learning from earlier in the year. English has all been about writing in the first person and using I 
correctly. We have also been very artistic, creating our own Andy Goldsworthy pieces earlier in the 
week and being creative again for Spirited Arts day.  The children were very understanding and 
thoughtful with their ideas and in the afternoon, when asked to work independently and follow 
those ideas, the atmosphere in the class was purposeful and focussed; I was incredibly proud of 
them.  
What a busy week in Narnia! On Monday, the children travelled to Shrubs Farm and took full  
advantage of being outside. The weather was on our side as the children took part in various task 
throughout the day. I had a great time and I'm sure the children did to. A big shout out to Mrs 
Handley who came with us. The children have been busy learning all about 'Fantastically Great  
Women' in English with Mrs Ray. They were extra impressed with Agent Fifi and enjoyed learning 
all about her. The children designed a Roman banquet in DT, based on the foods the Ancient Romans 
ate. Our spirited art day was a great success. The children did a magnificent job at creating poems 
and artwork based on the phrase "We have far more in common with each other than that which  
divides us". It was a positive, creative and very messy end to our week.  



An Arty Week 
Hogwarts class pulled out their wands and rolled up their sleeves as they stirred up some 
òDouble, Double, Toil and Troubleó.

We have reviewed our learning in maths 
by playing detective and looking for the òtrapsó in word problems so that we can avoid simple   
mistakes in the future. Our Spirited Art Day on Thursday was thoroughly enjoyable. We dodged 
the rain and worked outside getting creative and crafty to express how we are all the same and yet 
different. The children had the freedom to choose the medium they would work in and we ended up 
with a truly diverse collection of some wonderful interpretations of the theme.   I was really 
pleased to see them working alongside each other and adapting their ideas as they went in a truly 
collaborative manner.  
The Shire have had another brilliant week! In English, we have planned and written the first 
draft of our own stories featuring an animal saving or assisting a person ð weõve had lots of fun get-
ting creative with these! In maths, weõve recapped division, then looked at some problem-solving 
based questions on division. In geography, we have been learning about capital cities of North 
America, and in science, we ended our Animals topic by showcasing all of our knowledge with an end 
of unit quiz. Yesterday we enjoyed Spirited Arts day, producing some fantastic pieces of poetry 
and art work, and weõve continued to practise ôThree Lionsõ because weõre all convinced that it is, in 
fact, coming home.  
Itõs been busy, busy, busy in Enchanted Forest this week. We finished our maths topic of ratio with 
some word problems to test our understanding. We took part in Spiritual Art day on Thursday and 
made some sculptures with clay as well as collages and drawings. We looked at different  
designs of tie dying and how it could be achieved with folding, swirling and bunching up the material. 
We then chose the two colours we were going to use and set about wetting our tops and securing 
them with elastic bands before adding the dye- we canõt wait to see how they turn out when we 
wear them next Tuesday.  
In Wonderland we have been having a creative week. We have 
now completed our maths work on ratio and also our final writing 
pieces. We were visited by Liz Moulton from Bures Baptist 
Church earlier in the week as part of her role as Chaplain at 
TGS to help us with our transition. It will be good to have a 
friendly, familiar face around the place. We thoroughly enjoyed 
creating our own tie dye T-shirts to wear during our Leaver's 
activities and we have also enjoyed an extended final PE session 
with Coach Scott. We will miss him when we got up to TGS. On 
Thursday mornings we took part in a 'Spiritual Art' session when 
we created our own sculptures or creative pieces linked to 
quotes from different religions to explore our humanity and our 
relationship with faith and beliefs. It was also our last  
Celebration Assembly although we will have a Leaver's assembly on Monday to mark our time in Bu-
